** write up
: create formal written version of something
** viable (formal)
: possible, likely that it succeed, it will succeed

** bully : 약자괴롭히는 사람 / 괴롭히다, 왕따시키다  

This is bad. If Susan makes a stink about safety, she could drive the thief underground. We need to entice the thief to strike again. Hey, your birthday is coming up, right? 
** make a stink about / raise a stink about
: to complain, demand attention or remedy for a problem

Aw. You want to buy something nice for me? 

I brought a birthday cupcake. Also, dad, I know it’s a couple weeks away, but I got you a present. 

Oh my god. Isn’t she a peach? That must have cost you a fortune. 
** peach 
: excellent or very pleasing person or something (not very common)
** cost a fortune 
: very expensive, cost a lot of money
(ex: They spent a fortune on their wedding.)

Yeah, well, nothing’s too good for my dad. 

This is a really good fake. / That’s because it’s real.  

Look how good it looks on my wrist. 

You can’t keep the watch, Charles. Put it on the table so I can check the camera angle. Are you sure word will get around? 
** word gets around 
: news spreads fast within a group 
she gets around = she is promiscuous.
she finally got around to painting the walls. 
get around to = eventually do something / information spreads 

We heard about the watch. Where’s the watch? Oh, can we see the watch? 

It’s been 4 days. Sure this is gonna work? 

Nope. If it doesn’t, we’ll try something else. 

Can I ask you something? Why’d you choose this as a career? 

I like solving puzzles, and this is more fun than accountings.  ** accounting : 회계 

I like solving puzzles too. Victoria was much more emotionally intuitive, but I need a project to focus on, or I just feel like I’m floating. 
** intuitive : 직감에 의한, 직감하는, 직감력 있는 
** float : 공중에 떠다니다, 물에 뜨다

Motion alert. / Can you see who it is? 

No, but someone is in your room. 

Wh… it’s still here. What the hell? 

We’ve got another problem. Thief didn’t take a watch. They left a watch. Elliott’s watch. The one that got stolen right after I moved in. You know what that means. I hope. Cause I don’t.

You’re never happy. But are you at least back to your baseline level of unhappiness? 

Virginia gave me this watch. It didn’t just fall off my wrist. I would have noticed. 

Hi, neighbor? You excited about celebrating our birthdays? 

It’s your birthday, darling? 

Yes, ma’am. And since you were a costume designer, I was hoping that you could help me find a nice outfit for the big group party. 
** costume : 의상 

You could use some help in that department. Let’s get you a look. You really wore this?

** go easy on me 
: to treat in a way that is not harsh or demanding / be nice to me / be gentle with me or don’t judge me

Tweed with elbow pads. This reads professor all the way to the balcony. The elbow pad needs a little work. I could do it, but my sewing machine is broken. 
** (from David - not very common / strange : I can read you like a book.) read : recognize the meaning after looking something (to read something = to comprehend the meaning of (something written or printed) by looking at and interpreting the written or printed characters.)
to read someone = : to easily understand the true thoughts and feelings of (someone) by looking at how that person acts or behaves.

** over and over : do again 
** bite of the apple : second chance / try again (less common)


For god’s sakes. 
** 제기랄, 이런, 맙소사

I’m serious, I’d get down on one knee, but my arthritis has turned my kneecaps into volleyballs. It’s a vintage ruby. It’s your birthstone. We’re perfect for each other. You know it, and I know it. 
** arthritis : 관절염 
** kneecaps : 슬개골  ** volleyballs : 배구공 

That sounds familiar. That’s because I said that a month before you broke it off with me. I don’t know what’s gotten into you, but you can kick rocks. 
** what’s gotten into you 
: why are you acting like that? / I don’t know what’s going on? : if you don’t know what has got into someone, you do not understand why they are behaving strangely.)
** kick rocks : go away or quit bothering one

Yep. This little screws loose. I think I can fix it. 
** screw : 나사 

Yes, the machine is broken. 

You know, I was also wondering, someone, um, left a gift in my room, I don’t know who it’s from. I was just wondering if you noticed anyone around my door about seven o’clock. 

Gergie, I only prick you with these pins cause you won’t stand still. It’s not my fault you’re always late for rehearsal. And you keep tearing this in the same spot.

Could you get me a cookie? / Sure. Sure. 

Hey, have you noticed anything going on with Gladys lately?

** word 
: hear about / the rumour is / what people are saying (there is a rumor)
** head to : go somewhere (head off to work).

Hey, maybe we should try to rally the troops a little. You know, spend some time with her. She’s always by herself. 
** she is always by herself : she is always alone. (nobody help) 
** rally : 결집하다, 결집  ** troop : 병력, 군대, 무리

That’s a hard sell. When people get a whiff you’re headed to memory care, they start to back away. Like they think it’s contagious. 
** head to : go to  ** back away : ???   
** hard sell : 강매  ** whiff : 조짐, 낌새 
** contagious : 전염되는, 전염성의 

That’s awful. She’s been here how many years? Then one day, her friends just stop talking to her just like that? 

Just like that. / Hope he has a good one. 

We’re looking for a Brita filter. 

Ooh, too much sugar. You’ll get the zoomies. Why does Charles want a filter?

** biopsy : 조직검사  ** conclusive : 결정적인

** optimistic : 낙관적인  

You said everyone should have whatever they want. What do you want?

It’s not my birthday. 

I know that. I mean, just in general. 

Well, I’ve always wanted one of those fancy foot massagers from the gadget store. I’ve been wanting one of those for 20 years. 

What else have you been denying yourself? Just buy it. 
** deny : 부인하다, 부정하다, 거부하다 

It’s too expensive. / Atm working? 

Flo Jo, you can afford the foot massager. You are stink in rich. How have you never told me this? 
** stinking : very very, extremely

I don’t like talking about money. It’s a jinx. 
** jinx : 징크스 

Oh my god. What would you do without me? Come on. 

I don’t like you telling my business. 

Hey. I could use a favor. My jacket ha this elbow patch that’s flopping around like a basset hound. 
** flop :헐렁하게 달려있다 
** basset hound :귀가 큰 강아지 종류명

Sure, but my sewing machine is broken. 

Well, let me take a look at it. I can fix just about anything.

Do you like games? 

I used to play liar’s poker all night long down at the White Horse Tavern. 
** all night long 
** down at / up at / over: 
ex) I go down/up at the stree
-> we don’t use this for City often. we use kind of small town

If you’re a cheapo, sure. 
** cheapo : 싸구려의, 저질의 

I’ve got a quick question. If I have 10 dollars, and I give you 4, how many do I have left? 

Do you want to play or not?

I’ll be righ back, Gladys. Do you need more tea? She’s not feeling great right now. Better in the morning. 

This is a bit timely. I found out Saint Ignatius High School is doing a production of Guys and Dolls. So I got us tickets tonight. I thought she could hear the old songs, you know? 

I’m not sure she’d be up to a trip, especially at night. 
** up to do : to be able to do something
she'd + past participle = she had
she'd + base form verb = She would

Charles, your instincts here, they’re so kind. But you just me Gladys. She barely knows you. It’s not the same. 
** instinct : 본능, 타고난 소질,직감(intuition)

** toast : (from David : she’s screwed, in trouble) but he’s not sure.

This thing where people pull away, I can’t take it. I tried to give Gladys a special night. That could also jog her memory. I got her tickets to a high school musical. 
** pull away 
pull away = distance themselves emotionally


Nothing soothes the troubled mind like a bunch of 15 years olds in tap shoes. Why do you care so much? You met her like 2 weeks ago.

a bunch of = a lot of 
= musical
