= You can't go in except if you are a member.
2. I'll see you tomorrow unless I have to work late.  
= I'll see you tomorrow except if I have to work late.
3. There are no buses to the beach. Unless you have a car, it's difficult to get there. 
= There are no buses to the beach. Except if you have a car, it's difficult to get there.
4. Should I tell Jessica what happened? 
5. Not unless she asks you. = Not except if she asks you.
6. Ben hates to complain. He wouldn't complain about something unless it was really bad. 
= Ben hates to complain. He wouldn't complain about something except if it was really bad.
7. We can take a taxi to the restaurant unless you’d prefer to walk. 
= We can take a taxi to the restaurant except if you’d prefer to walk.
8. Unless we leave now, we’ll be late. / If we don’t leave now, we’ll be late. 
(*Instead of unless it’s often possible to say if…not.)
9. You can borrow my car as long as you promise not to drive too fast.
= You can borrow my car so long as you promise not to drive too fast.
