Shadowing English

Shadowing English will focus on listening and speaking skills.  By watching real-world (jjin) English movie, drama, animation, and news clips, students will improve their pronunciation and intonation, increase their fluency and listening comprehension, and prepare for the TOEIC Speaking and OPIC exams necessary for employment. Individual feedback will be given to each student weekly to help them speak more naturally and reduce their Konglish accent.

English Grammar Through Writing
Instructor: Nicole Drisdelle
Writing is an excellent way to improve your grammar skills. In this class, students will examine grammar concepts closely, master the rules of grammar and punctuation, and learn to revise and edit their writing.  By using authentic reading, mentor texts, and guided writing models, students will gain confidence in the rules of grammar and sharpen their academic and business writing skills.
