	T: Hello, everyone. Good afternoon. Let’s start today’s lesson.

	Introduction to
today’s lesson
	T: Before we get into Lesson 3, have you ever been to a festival?
Yuna, what about you? Have you been to a festival?

Yuna: Yes, I went to the Mud Festival in Boryeong. 
T: Oh, the Mud Festival! It’s a famous festival in Korea. 
T: Who did you go to the Mud festival with?
Yuna: With my family.
T: Oh, with your family! I hope you had a wonderful time there.
Is there any student who went to a festival in another country?
Yes, Jian. You raised your hand!

Jian: I went to a Snow Festival when I travelled to Japan with my family.

T: Oh, the Snow Festival is one of the top three festivals in the world! 
Was the weather too cold when you went to the Snow Festival?
Jian: It was too cold, so I put on my gloves. 
T: Oh, you had to put on your gloves? Wow, I can’t imagine how cold the weather was.
Actually, all festivals have a history behind them. 
Let’s look at the screen together.
Today, we are going to read about the festivals around the world and find details of their origins.
And, we are going to express which festival you prefer and provide reasons based on the reading.

	Pre-reading
	T: Let’s look at the pictures together. 
There are two pictures of festivals on the screen.
People are doing water fight in the left picture.
And, people are throwing colored powder at each other in the right picture. 
Why do you think they are doing this? 
Noah, what do you think about them?

Noah: I'm not sure, but maybe it’s a tradition to wish for good luck?

T: Wow, what a great guess! So, wishing for good luck, they are doing these actions? 
Do you all agree with Noah?
Yes, Jimin?
Jimin: I think they are doing it just to cool down because it looks really hot there.
T: Ah, to cool down! That makes a lot of sense, especially for the massive water fight. It is definitely a good way to beat the heat.
Are there any more guesses? Yes, Yuna?
Yuna: I think they just want to relieve stress and have fun!
T: Oh, to relieve stress! I totally understand. Throwing water and powder at each other sounds like a great way to relieve stress.
Now, let's read the text to find out if Noah, Jimin, and Yuna are right!

	While-reading
	T: Let’s read the title together.
T, S: ‘World festivals: Discovering their roots’
T: As we can see in the title, we are going to look at the origins of the three festivals around the world: Thailand, Brazil, and India.
Now, let's read it together. Focus on how each festival started. Please solve the questions below while reading. I'll give you 10 minutes. Let’s start!

	Post-reading
	T: Time is over! Did you all find out the origins of the festivals?
S: Yes!
T: Good! Now, we are going to check if we understood the text well. 
Let’s look at the A: Fill in the blanks together.
It is a table of three festivals we just read about. 
You should fill in the blanks of the origin of the festivals.
I’ll give you 3 minutes. Let’s start!
Alright, everyone, time's up! 
Before we check the answers together, please compare your table with your partner's. 
Check if you two have the same words.
I'll give you one minute.
Okay, time's up! Let's check the answers together. Who wants to share the answer for Songkran? Yes, Minho?

Minho: Buddhist!

T: Good! The answer for the blank is Buddhist. (showing the answer with the animation effect)
Next, let's look at the origin of the Rio Carnival. The custom was later mixed with African culture. But originally, whose religious custom was it?
S: Portuguese!

T: Yes! It was a Portuguese religious custom. Great job.
And lastly, let's look at Holi in India! It is based on ancient myths. But what kind of myths? Everyone, tell me together! Ancient...?

S: Hindu!

T: Perfect! Ancient Hindu myths. 

Now, let’s move on to activity B. Find and Fix together. Look at the three sentences in the activity. Each sentence has incorrect information. 
Read them for 3 minutes. Underline the incorrect parts, and rewrite them correctly. Let’s start!

Okay, time is up. Let's check the answers together.
Let's look at number one. Did Songkran originally start as a massive water fight? Namin, what did you find?
Namin: No, it was a peaceful ritual.
T: Exactly. It didn't start as a water fight; it began as a peaceful ritual. So, underline 'a massive nationwide water fight' and change it to 'a peaceful ritual'.

Number two. The sentence says the festival was introduced by African colonists. Is that true? Class, who introduced the Rio Carnival?

S: Portuguese!

T: Right, it was the Portuguese colonists. African culture was mixed in later. So, change 'African' to 'Portuguese'.

Finally, number three. Does Holi mark the end of spring and the arrival of summer?

S: No.

T: No? Then what does it mark? It marks the end of...?

S: winter!

T: Yes, winter! And the arrival of...?

S: Spring!

T: Yes, spring! Good! Please change 'spring' and 'summer' to 'winter' and 'spring'. Good job, everyone.

Finally, let's move on to Part C, 'Think and Talk'. So far, we've read about three amazing festivals: Songkran, Rio Carnival, and Holi.

Now it's your turn to choose. Which of the three festivals would you most like to participate in? 

Let’s look at the screen. You can use this pattern to share your opinion: 'I like to participate in [Festival] because...' 
For example, if I ask Minho, 'Which festival do you want to join?' Minho can say, 'I like to participate in Rio Carnival because I love energetic music and dancing.' 
Did you all get it?

S: Yes.

Okay, good. You’ll do this with your partner. Ask each other the question and share your reasons. 
You can use the examples on the screen, or you can create your own reasons based on the text. I'll give you 3 minutes. Please start.

Alright, let's wrap up. It sounded like you had some great discussions. I want to hear some of your thoughts.
Jisu, which festival did your partner choose, and why?

Jisu: He chose Holi because throwing colored powder sounds exciting.

T: Oh, he chose Holi for the colored powder! That sounds like a lot of fun. How about you, Donghyun? What did your partner say?

Donghyun: She wants to go to Songkran because she wants to wash away her bad luck!

T: Wow, washing away bad luck! I love how she used the historical background from the reading. Thanks for sharing.
Okay, let’s do a quick class vote to know our class’s preference. Raise your hand if you want to go to Songkran. One, two… seven students! How about Rio Carnival?
Wow, fifteen! Lastly, who wants to go to Holi? Oh, eight students want to go to Holi. 
Our class wants to go to the Rio Carnival the most. 
T: It seems like everyone has different preferences, good! Now, before we talk about our next class, I want to ask you one question. What was the most surprising or interesting fact you read about today?
Minho, what surprised you the most?
Minho: I was surprised that Songkran was originally a quiet ritual.
T: Right! It was a quiet ritual, but now it’s a huge water fight. The change is really surprising. What about you, Soojin?
Soojin: I didn’t know Rio Carnival had African culture mixed in.
T: Yes, it is a beautiful mix of Portuguese and African cultures. It’s always fun to discover the hidden roots of things we know.
