- T connects naturally to an upcoming event: "The sports festival is just around the corner. Look at this schedule. Who will win the football match?"


- T uses the board's Word Box (think / guess / will) to elicit brief predictions from students: "I think Class 3 will win!"


- T transitions to the global stage: "Let’s see how football fans around the world predict their matches!"

Main Activity:

-Live Reporter Role-Play

- Alternating reading.

- Meaningful scanning.

Step 1: On-site Interview Setup (2 mins)


- T sets up the live broadcast scenario: "The satellite is live! I am your on-site reporter, and you are the passionate fans!"


- Mission: Find when/where fans gather and what they predict.



Step 2: Interactive Reading & Checking (8 mins)


- T reads the reporter’s lines dynamically, and students read the supporters' text in unison.


- T highlights expressions of location (where) and time (when) naturally using vocal inflections and gestures.


- T asks rapid-fire questions right after reading to check comprehension of the cultural context.
