Viewing with appreciation that media has been available and open to many people around the world,
Noting further that many resolutions were passed for the topic and organizations such as “Committee to Protect Journalists” have been made in order to achieve and promote UN’s “Responsibility to Protect” in order to protect journalists whom die from attacks targeted to limit the news leaking outside to the world;
Having heard that Malawi has been chosen as the country with the lowest freedom of media due to the deaths and numbers of journalists that have gone missing and many other African countries such as Ethiopia, Kenya, and Nigeria have also have had limited media freedom;
Observing that the reason of this is because groups have things to hide from the rest of the world of its citizens because of their benefit;
Welcoming that many resolutions have been presented, and that one of those are quite recently taken, the “UN Plan of action on the safety of Journalist” states and focuses on the human rights of journalists as well as the freedom of media;
