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When I did a writing homework, I just wondered Woody Allen’s great imaginative power. It was actually funny, and I really enjoyed it. Then, in the class teacher said it’s about the imaginative power of reader. I reread it. Then It was funny not only because It’s a comedy but also because The short story projects the same situation in the text to me. In the short story, Woody Allen extends relationship between reader and novel, Emmma Bovary to the reader of Kugelmass episode. ‘The Kugelmass Episode’ shows a relationship between reader and text. Professor Kugelmass enters the book, ‘Madame Bovary’ and metaphorically explain it. Kugelmass puts the meaning of Madame Bovary, just as we do to the meaning of ‘The Kugelmass Episode’. I read Allen's story, metaphorically ‘entering the text’, readers of Madame Bovary in "The Kugelmass Episode" did too. 

The text does not show any particular visions or conditions, so the interest a lot depends on the reader’s imaginative power. Kugelmass wants a French lover, so he chooses Emma Bovary. When he meets Emma, Kugelmass says, "She spoke in the same fine English translation as the paperback" That means Kugelmass's illusions come real as he has affair with Emma Bovary. 
I do not like reading a book. I enjoy reading newspapers to get information but not for leisure. After I read the Allen’s short story, I asked to myself “Can I have anyone to choose what if I get a chance like professor Kugelmass?” unfortunately the answer was ‘no’. In the Kugelmass Episode Allen critics back the reader’s imaginative power setting the ironical situation reading a text which Kugelmass get in the text ‘Madame Bovary’ I felt I was evaluated ‘lack of imagination’ by Woody Allen.
